Manuscript Guidelines 
• Length: Maximum 6 pages (PRISMA Word template, 

two columns, Arial Narrow 10 pt). 
• Languages: Spanish or English. Titles, abstracts, and 

keywords must appear in both languages. 
• Templates: Available on the PRISMA | UTP author-instruction page and on the 

workshop website. 
• Submission Platform: Microsoft CMT – WICI-UTPVE ’25. 
• Review Process: Double-blind, by at least two members of the WICI-UTPVE ’25

which can be revised until the published deadline; after that date CMT locks 

changes, and any technical queries should be directed to the organizing 

committee.
